Here’s some info from AKC stats: Sue Wallace’s Scooter was the 2" Pembroke Welsh Corgi to achieve RAE status with
the AKC; Diane Wallace’s Lady was the 3" Border Collie to earn an RAE; both earned their RAE’s in October 2005 at the
DDTC Rally trial. No Anatolian Shepherd had earned an RAE in 2005; Claudia Wolfram’s Bernie earned his in February
2006 and he may be the first. Lucy, my Pembroke Welsh Corgi, earned her RAE in April 2006 but | don’t know where that
places her in the AKC stats.

DOG-EARED PAGES FROM CORGI CORNER
by Elaine M. Stoermer

Since | don't have cable TV or a computer at home, | find time to read when not arduously training the Corgis. And
because | read “serious” people stuff at work, | dig into interesting “dog” topics at home. Here are a few newer books that |
have managed to paw through whilst the Corgis slumber.

Canine Body Language [A Photographic Guide Interpreting the Native Language of the Domestic Dog] by Brenda Aloff
(370 pages). This book has a multitudinous variety of photographs depicting dogs in various emotional/mental states.
Since | have a Corgi that is a little hyper-sensitive about the proximity of other dogs to her, | have learned to read her body
language to determine when we need to move away from a situation. This book has helped me identify the “hard staring
eye, stiliness, closed mouth” look she gives dogs that get too close. | can move her or the other dog away before it
becomes “smile — all teeth showing, snarl, lunge, and snap.” The photographs show real dogs in real situations reacting to
their environment. The text discusses expressions of emotional state, calming and negotiation signals, greeting rituals,
space sensitivity, predation, and play. The author emphasizes that you need to look at the dog’s total body posture and
signs and consider the context of the situation before interpreting the dog’s body language. If you are trying to figure out
what your dog is saying when it sniffs the ground during training, this book will help you determine if it is doing it to relieve
stress, as a calming/negotiation signal, or checking its pee-mail. Ms. Aloff’s references include Turid Rugass, Suzanne
Clothier, and Roger Abrantes. The author has also written a book about dealing with Dog Aggression. It is a great
reference book for someone interested in dog behavior.
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Parenting Your Dog by Trish King. | have been to a seminar wherein Trish King was a presenter and was impressed with
her intuition, observation skills, and training approaches. | looked forward to reading her first book and was not
disappointed. She parallels the training of the family dog with the education of a child. Remarkably, there are quite a few
similarities despite parents being reluctant to use leashes on kids. The book instructs on foundation training for the family
dog and does address problem issues that may arise, e.g., barking, chewing, pulling on the leash. The book is divided into
segments related to puppyhood, adolescence, adulthood, and aging. It has chapters on house manners, learning theory
and dog behavior, and obedience training. It is a good book for the novice owner.

Outwitting Dogs by Terry Ryan. Yes, it can be done — you can outwit your dog because you are smarter and know how
to train the dog. This is a great book for persons looking to get a dog as the first chapter talks about getting the right dog
for your lifestyle. It suggests research into a particular breed and finding out the exercise needs of your choice of breed.
She also provides information in the first chapter about what to get for the dog (crate), the timing of the purchase (time to
spend with the dog after he/she comes home) and getting ready to train the dog.

The book has chapters about training and emphasizes that preventing a bad habit is better than fixing it later. It
discusses housetraining, chewing, keeping the dog in the yard, barking, jumping up and on people, nice leash walking,
separation anxiety issues, getting the dog to come, and other training issues. And because many people do not research
the breed, the book does provide help in addressing problems that do occur.

Ms. Ryan has chapters about dealing with dogs that don’t like people or other dogs. Early socialization is the key
but she provides tools to use if it's past that crucial puppy developmental stage. She has a chapter about dogs and
children — but she doesn’t identify which is worse. She even has a chapter about managing behavior of the neighbor’s
dog. There is a chapter about clicker training and a chapter about outwitting dog trainers, i.e., finding a good training
class. It's a fairly comprehensive book and good tool for novice dog owners and experienced trainers.

Click to Calm by Emma Parsons. This is a book about dog aggression — “Healing the Aggressive Dog”. It is for those dog
owners and trainers that are honest enough to acknowledge that their dogs have some serious aggression issues. And for
dog owners that admit that “hyper-sensitivity about other dog proximity” could be managed. It uses clicker training and is
identified as a “Karen Pryor Clicker Book”. The book begins with explaining how to use a clicker and train with a clicker.

The book starts the “healing” by identifying foundation behaviors that you need to teach the dog before
addressing the “aggression” issues. Ms. Parsons tells you how to work on eye contact, sit, down, heeling on a loose
leash, targeting, stay, come, four on the floor (no jumping up), kennel up, leave it, hold an object, an emergency recall,
and name recognition. Her initial approach in training these foundation skills make sense. | don’t understand why some
people think you can make the dog “nice” without training it first. She introduces a novel approach to the reactive owner
who tenses up and tightens the leash thereby cueing the dog to be apprehensive about the approach of a dog or person.

She explains how to train the dog to recognize the tightened leash as a cue that good things will happen. You
use the clicker to turn the “stress cue into a calm cue”. The book does distinguish between “reactive” dogs and dogs that
want to eat another dog. It discusses calming signals, dog-dog encounters, multiple dog households, dog — human
issues, and dog —child issues. It stresses safety but provides “recipes” for healing the dog.

This book is not for the novice owner. | have used some of the techniques with my “hyper-sensitive” Corgi along
with other tools advocated by Patricia McConnell, Trish King, Suzanne Clothier, Myrna Milani, Chris Bach, Brenda Aloff,
and Pia Sylvani. If a student were having a problem with a dog biting, | would refer him/her to a behaviorist rather than
recommend the book.

How Dogs Think by Stanley Coren. | admit it | bought this book because it has a Corgi on the front. But it is an excellent
book about how dogs interpret the world around them. It has technical explanations but the scientific stuff is
understandable to most readers.

It discusses how a dog’s senses help it understand its environment. | was fascinated reading about how a dog
sees, hears, tastes, smells, and feels the world around it and how it interprets information from these senses. Not like a
human does it. He also discusses learning stages for a puppy including the critical 4-12 week socialization period. The
book includes a chapter about how a dog learns and why bad experiences leave a lasting effect on a dog. He infuses the
book with anecdotal experiences with his own dogs to demonstrate some of his findings. While reading the book, | kept
looking at my dogs and thinking “so, that’s why you do X” and “that explains why you do Y”. | enjoyed his multi-faceted
approach to how dogs learn and think. Mr. Coren obviously knows what he is talking about and does his best to relate the
information to the reader.

Planet Dog, a doglpedia by Sandra and Harry Choron. Part fact-bites and part trivia, this book is great light reading. It is
one of those kinds of books people put in the small room with the white porcelain furniture. It has art, it has history, it has
quotes, it has definitions, it has top 10 lists, it has statistics, and lots and lots of humor — all about dogs. Did you know that
the Pembroke Welsh Corgi is the third most popular dog in Japan and is in the top ten breeds of dogs recommended for
apartment dwellers? Aren’t you glad | could relate this to you from the book? The book lists the 10 best “date bait”
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breeds — Goldens, Collies, and Labs are on the list — and the 5 worst “date bait” breeds — Pit Bulls, Rotts, and Chinese
Crested do not attract the opposite sex that well. It lists reasons to spay/neuter your dog and reasons to breed. It
addresses training, adopting, rescue, traveling, heath care, and all things canine in its 364 pages. The table of contents
and index help you focus on the specific information you might be researching (only 4 PWC mentions), but | enjoyed
reading it cover to cover. This book would be a great gift to any dog lover including you.

Building a Bridge from Training to Testing by Marsha Smith and Shalini Bobyshell. Okay, one real obedience training
book. | was intrigued by the title since my dog performs so well in training but not so good in trials. | was pleasantly
surprised by its approach to training and some novel methods. It breaks your training into 3 modes: Wow (motivational),
Confidence Building, and Testing. It recommends that you train mostly in “Wow”, some in Confidence, and very little in
Testing. It also has a good “Attention Training” two-part foundation outline. | liked its “Progressive Class” idea where it
places dog/handler teams of various skill levels in the same class. Being around more skilled dogs and handlers helps the
newbie or less experienced and the more skilled dogs/handlers reinforce the skills by showing the novices how to train or
teach a skill. I don't know that | agree that dogs will learn by watching other dogs perform, but | do think much can be
gained by watching a more skilled and experienced team work. The book may be a little too anthropomorphic for some.

| intend to incorporate some of its ideas into my training for Open.

The AKC Canine Good Citizen Test (CGC)

Before taking the Canine Good Citizen test, owners will sign the Responsible Dog Owners Pledge . We believe that
responsible dog ownership is a key part of the CGC concept and by signing the pledge, owners agree to take care of their
dog's health needs, safety, exercise, training and quality of life. Owners also agree to show responsibility by doing things
such as cleaning up after their dogs in public places and never letting dogs infringe on the rights of others. After signing
the Responsible Dog Owners Pledge, owners and their dogs are ready to take the CGC Test. Items on the Canine Good
Citizen Test include:

Test 1: Accepting a friendly stranger

This test demonstrates that the dog will allow a friendly stranger to approach it and speak to the handler in a natural,
everyday situation. The evaluator walks up to the dog and handler and greets the handler in a friendly manner, ignoring
the dog. The evaluator and handler shake hands and exchange pleasantries. The dog must show no sign of resentment
or shyness, and must not break paosition or try to go to the evaluator.

Test 2: Sitting politely for petting

This test demonstrates that the dog will allow a friendly stranger to touch it while it is out with its handler. With the dog
sitting at the handler's side, to begin the exercise, the evaluator pets the dog on the head and body. The handler may talk
to his or her dog throughout the exercise. The dog may stand in place as it is petted.

The dog must not show shyness or resentment.

Test 3: Appearance and grooming

This practical test demonstrates that the dog will welcome being groomed and examined and will permit someone, such
as a veterinarian, groomer or friend of the owner, to do so. It also demonstrates the owner's care, concern and sense of
responsibility. The evaluator inspects the dog to determine if it is clean and groomed. The dog must appear to be in
healthy condition (i.e., proper weight, clean, healthy and alert). The handler should supply the comb or brush commonly
used on the dog. The evaluator then softly combs or brushes the dog, and in a natural manner, lightly examines the ears
and gently picks up each front foot. It is not necessary for the dog to hold a specific position during the examination, and
the handler may talk to the dog, praise it and give encouragement throughout.

Test 4: Out for a walk (walking on a loose lead)

This test demonstrates that the handler is in control of the dog. The dog may be on either side of the handler. The dog's
position should leave no doubt that the dog is attentive to the handler and is responding to the handler's movements and
changes of direction. The dog need not be perfectly aligned with the handler and need not sit when the handler stops. The
evaluator may use a pre-plotted course or may direct the handler/dog team by issuing instructions or commands. In either
case, there should be a right turn, left turn, and an about turn with at least one stop in between and another at the end.
The handler may talk to the dog along the way, praise the dog, or give commands in a normal tone of voice. The handler
may sit the dog at the halts if desired.
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Test 5: Walking through a crowd

This test demonstrates that the dog can move about politely in pedestrian traffic and is under control in public places. The
dog and handler walk around and pass close to several people (at least three). The dog may show some interest in the
strangers but should continue to walk with the handler, without evidence of over-exuberance, shyness or resentment. The
handler may talk to the dog and encourage or praise the dog throughout the test. The dog should not jump on people in
the crowd or strain on the leash.

Test 6: Sit and down on command and Staying in plac e

This test demonstrates that the dog has training, will respond to the handler's commands to sit and down and will remain
in the place commanded by the handler (sit or down position, whichever the handler prefers). The dog must do sit AND
down on command, then the owner chooses the position for leaving the dog in the stay. Prior to this test, the dog's leash
is replaced with a line 20 feet long. The handler may take a reasonable amount of time and use more than one command
to get the dog to sit and then down. The evaluator must determine if the dog has responded to the handler's commands.
The handler may not force the dog into position but may touch the dog to offer gentle guidance. When instructed by the
evaluator, the handler tells the dog to stay and walks forward the length of the line, turns and returns to the dog at a
natural pace. The dog must remain in the place in which it was left (it may change position) until the evaluator instructs the
handler to release the dog. The dog may be released from the front or the side.

Test 7: Coming when called

This test demonstrates that the dog will come when called by the handler. The handler will walk 10 feet from the dog, turn
to face the dog, and call the dog. The handler may use encouragement to get the dog to come. Handlers may choose to
tell dogs to "stay" or "wait" or they may simply walk away, giving no instructions to the dog.

Test 8: Reaction to another dog

This test demonstrates that the dog can behave politely around other dogs. Two handlers and their dogs approach each
other from a distance of about 20 feet, stop, shake hands and exchange pleasantries, and continue on for about 10 feet.
The dogs should show no more than casual interest in each other. Neither dog should go to the other dog or its handler.

Test 9: Reaction to distraction

This test demonstrates that the dog is confident at all times when faced with common distracting situations. The evaluator
will select and present two distractions. Examples of distractions include dropping a chair, rolling a crate dolly past the
dog, having a jogger run in front of the dog, or dropping a crutch or cane. The dog may express natural interest and
curiosity and/or may appear slightly startled but should not panic, try to run away, show aggressiveness, or bark. The
handler may talk to the dog and encourage or praise it throughout the exercise.

Test 10: Supervised separation

This test demonstrates that a dog can be left with a trusted person, if necessary, and will maintain training and good
manners. Evaluators are encouraged to say something like, "Would you like me to watch your dog?" and then take hold of
the dog's leash. The owner will go out of sight for three minutes. The dog does not have to stay in position but should not
continually bark, whine, or pace unnecessarily, or show anything stronger than mild agitation or nervousness. Evaluators
may talk to the dog but should not engage in excessive talking, petting, or management attempts (e.qg, "there, there, it's
alright").

Equipment: All tests must be performed on leash. Dogs should wear well-fitting buckle or slip collars made of leather,
fabric, or chain. Special training collars such as pinch collars, head halters, etc. are not permitted in the CGC test. We
recognize that special training collars may be very useful tools for beginning dog trainers, however, we feel that dogs are
ready to take the CGC test at the point at which they are transitioned to regular collars. The evaluator supplies a 20-foot
lead for the test. The owner/handler should bring the dog's brush or comb to the test.

Encouragement: Owners/handlers may use praise and encouragement throughout the test. The owner may pet the dog
between exercises. Food and treats are not permitted during testing, nor is the use of toys, squeaky toys, etc. to get the
dog to do something. We recognize that food and toys may provide valuable reinforcement or encouragement during the
training process but these items should not be used during the test.

Failures - Dismissals:  Any dog that eliminates during testing must be marked failed. The only exception to this rule is

that elimination is allowable in test Item 10, but only when test Item 10 is held outdoors. Any dog that growls, shaps,
bites, attacks, or attempts to attack a person or another dog is not a good citizen and must be dismissed from the test.
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
