BEGINNER AND PUPPY CLASS INFORMATION

Beginner and puppy obedience classes will be held at the Dayton Dog Training Club building, 3040 East River Road
Moraine, Ohio,on Monday, Tuesday and Wednesday nights Please check our website for exact days and times of the class(es)
you are interested in. The fee for the eight week training session is $70, and classes are held once a week. Please be sure to
indicate which night best suits your needs. If you do not have a preferred night your flexibility will help us balance class size.
We will call you if your preferred night is full. You should plan to arrive 30 minutes before the start of your class, on the first
night, to finish any necessary paper work and to receive your ring assignment.

We recommend that you wear comfortable clothing and flat shoes. DO NOT FEED your dog after 12 noon the day of class.
The dogs will then be more attentive and less likely to have an accident during class time. There should be only one person
training the dog during class, and 12 is the minimum acceptable age for a trainer. Please bring treats such as cut-up hot dogs
or semi-soft food/treats.

Registrations are handled on a first come basis. To ensure your place in class on your preferred night please register early.
Your registration must be returned to the registrar at least one week before the scheduled start of the class to ensure your
enrollment. After this date you may be placed on a waiting list. No class assignment will be made without receipt of a
registration package by the registrar. If the registration package is not received by this date you may lose a place in class if
there is a waiting list. Confirmation of class assignments will be sent to those people who have completed the sign-up
procedure. Refunds will be made through the first night of class. Refunds requested after the first night will be made only
with DDTC board approval.

To register for classes mail your $70 fee, a signed release form (included) and a copy of your dog’s dated shot records. The
records should clearly show currency of rabies, parvo and combination (i.e. DHLPP) immunization shots.  Original shot
records will be returned at the registration desk the first night of class.

BEGINNERS: The equipment needed for BEGINNERS is a four foot leather or nylon leash and a collar. We sell these at a
reasonable price at the training building. All trainers are to provide their own leash and collar. Dogs entering BEGINNERS
classes should be 6 months old or older.

PUPPY: For PUPPY class, the equipment needed is a four foot leash and a buckle or rolled collar made either of leather or
nylon. All trainers are to provide their own leash and collar. Puppy classes are for dogs between 3 months and 6 months old.
Puppies MUST have their first three sets of shots before the first class, or they will not be allowed to participate.

ATTENTION AND CANINE GOOD CITIZEN: These classes are for people who want to continue obedience training for
their dogs but do not wish to pursue obedience degrees. These classes are next steps after our Beginners class for those
people and their dogs. If you do not want to show your dog for obedience titles, or are unsure at this time, one of these is the
right class for you. You can take the obedience degree preparation classes at a later time if you wish.

DIRECTIONS

Directions from 1-75: Take the Dryden Road Exit-50A. At the end of the exit ramp, turn west onto Dryden Road and go to
the traffic light (Holiday Inn). Turn left onto Arbor Boulevard and proceed until it ends into River Road. Turn left onto
River Road and proceed approximately 0.7 mile (passing Mandalay Banquet Center). Orbit Industrial Park building is the last
building on the left just before the pond. Turn left into the parking lot and go to the right-back side of the building.
