Skills
taught include sit, down, stay, controlled walking on the
leash, drop it, leave it, wait, and come. Discussion
topics may include house breaking, biting/mouthing,
jumping, crate training and other puppy related issues.

Skills taught
will include sitting for exam, fronts, finishes, and longer
and more precise heeling.

Must have completed Intermediate or Foundations 1
for Competition Obedience & Rally

This class is geared towards the person considering
showing their dog in obedience or preparing for
obedience trials.

In conformation dog shows purebred dogs compete
against each other to demonstrate how well they
conform to their breed standard. Conformation classes
prepare dogs and their handlers to compete in
conformation dog shows.

Run-Throughs provide an opportunity for dogs
competing in conformation show to practice. These are
held on a drop-in basis.

Scent Work Classes

Scent Work is a performance event where dogs use
their nose to locate a hidden odor. Scent Work classes
are open to all dogs including dogs who struggle in
group obedience classes due to reactivity.

Please note the following scent work policies:
e Students taking each level for the first time will be
given priority.

e Students are required to bring a crate or leave their
dog in a vehicle for all scent work classes. All dogs
will be crated unless actively working. Dogs must
be quiet in their crates or they will be asked to crate
in a vehicle.

e Students will be expected to buy training kits and
odor jars to practice outside of class. Training kits
are $20-S35 and odor jars are $10.

Scent Work Levels 1-5 are offered on a rotating basis as
shown in the chart below. Teams continue taking
classes on the same day and time as they progress
through the levels. For example, if you take Level 1 on
Monday at 6:00 pm in Session 1, you will progress to
Level 2 on Monday at 6:00 pm in Session 2, Level 3 on
Monday at 6:00 in Session 3, and so forth.

Each session runs 1 % hours per week for 6 or 7
weeks. Classes start the second week of the
session. Each session costs $85.00. Class sizes are
limited.
