Our entry level classes are the starting point for 
teaching you to train your dog.  Our Puppy, Junior Dog 
and Beginners classes all teach the same foundational 
skills but are divided by age to best meet the needs and 
abilities of the dogs in the class.  Once dogs have a solid 
foundation, they refine and expand their skills in the 
Intermediate class.

The focus will 
be on getting control of your energetic puppy.  Skills 
taught include sit, down, stay, controlled walking on the 
leash, drop it, leave it, wait, and come.  Discussion 
topics may include house breaking, biting/mouthing, 
jumping, crate training and other puppy related issues.

Canine Good Citizen (CGC) 
Must have completed Intermediate 
This class is for owners that would like to continue 
training but may not be interested in competition 
training.  Teams will learn the skills needed to pass the 
AKC Canine Good Citizen Evaluation.  Dogs will also 
transition onto a flat buckle or slip type collar, and 
teams will work to reduce the use of a food lure.

Therapy Dog 
Must have completed Canine Good Citizen 
Dogs must want to interact with humans and behave 
politely for petting to take this class.

Exercises will include 
working around distractions, visiting with a patient, 
walking through a crowd on a loose leash and properly 
entering through a door.

Beginner Novice 
Must have completed Advanced or Heeling 1 
Beginner Novice is our first show prep class and teaches 
the skills needed to compete for the AKC Beginner 
Novice (BN) title.  Exercises include heel on leash, the 
figure eight, sit for exam, sit stay and the recall.

Novice 
Must have completed Advanced or Heeling 1 
Novice is a show prep class and teaches the skills 
needed to compete for the AKC Companion Dog (CD) 
title (often referred to as the Novice title).  Exercises 
include heel on leash, the figure eight, heel free, stand 
for exam, the recall and stay exercises.

Exercises will include retrieve 
on the flat, retrieve over the high jump, the broad jump, 
command discrimination, and the drop on recall.

Exercises 
include heel free, retrieve on the flat, retrieve over the 
high jump, the broad jump, command discrimination, 
and the drop on recall.

Must have completed Introduction to Open or Open 
Students must have control of their dog off leash 
Introduction to Utility is designed to introduce and 
teach the AKC Utility exercises.  Exercises will include 
the signal exercises, directed jumping, scent 
discrimination (articles), the glove exercises, and the 
moving stand.

Rally is an AKC performance event where handlers and 
their dogs’ complete course of various obedience skills.

This class introduces handlers and their dogs to rally 
obedience.

Conformation Classes 

In conformation dog shows purebred dogs compete 
against each other to demonstrate how well they 
conform to their breed standard.  Conformation classes 
prepare dogs and their handlers to compete in 
conformation dog shows. 
 
Conformation Run-Throughs 
Run-Throughs provide an opportunity for dogs 
competing in conformation show to practice.  These are 
held on a drop-in basis. 
Cost: $10 for non-members; $5 for members 
Offered: Tuesday at 7:45 pm 
 
Conformation Class for Beginners 
This class has a structured curriculum and focuses on 
teaching the handler skills needed to show their dog.  
Skills taught will include free and hand stacking, 
showing the bite, and gaiting the dog. 
Offered: Monday at 6:30 pm 
 (Sessions 2 and 4 only) 
 
Advanced Conformation Class 
Must have completed Conformation Class for Beginners 
This class has a structured curriculum and focuses on 
expanding the handler’s dog handling skills.  Different 
gaiting patterns will be taught and practiced.  
Offered: Monday at 6:30 pm 
 (Sessions 3 and 5 only)
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Scent Work Classes 
 
Scent Work is a performance event where dogs use 
their nose to locate a hidden odor.  Scent Work classes 
are open to all dogs including dogs who struggle in 
group obedience classes due to reactivity. 
 
Please note the following scent work policies: 
• Students taking each level for the first time will be 

given priority. 

• Students are required to bring a crate or leave their 
dog in a vehicle for all scent work classes.  All dogs 
will be crated unless actively working.  Dogs must 
be quiet in their crates, or they will be asked to 
crate in a vehicle. 

• Students will be expected to buy training kits and 
odor jars to practice outside of class.  Training kits 
are $20-$35 and odor jars are $10. 

 

Scent Work Levels 1-5 are offered on a rotating basis as 
shown in the chart below.  Teams continue taking 
classes on the same day and time as they progress 
through the levels.  For example, if you take Level 1 on 
Monday at 6:00 pm in Session 1, you will progress to 
Level 2 on Monday at 6:00 pm in Session 2, Level 3 on 
Monday at 6:00 in Session 3, and so forth. 

 

 
 
Scent Work Classes 
Scent Work Level 1 
In this first class your dog will learn foundation scent 
work skills to eagerly and independently hunt or search 
for something he or she wants.   Dogs will learn a basic 
default search pattern.

In this class you and your dog will continue to develop 
your scent work skills including commitment to target 
odor source and less accessible hides.  A third odor, 
clove, will be introduced.

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Entry Level Agility Classes 
 

Agility is a fast-paced performance event where 
handlers direct their dogs through a series of obstacles.  
DDTC offers a comprehensive agility program starting 
from introducing dogs to the agility obstacles and 
handling techniques through Master level competition 
classes. 
 
Prerequisites to enter Level 1 agility include: 
• Dogs must be at least 10 months old 
• Dogs must have successfully completed 2 obedience 

classes or 2 puppy agility classes 
• Students must have control of their dog off leash 

 
Agility Level 1 is split into two classes: Level 1A – 
Foundations and Level 1B – Flatwork.  To move up to 
Level 2 dogs must successfully pass both Level 1A and 
Level 1B.  However, Level 1A and Level 1B may to 
taken in either order. 
 
Level 1A - Foundation 
Foundation agility focuses on building a relationship 
between dog and handler as well as focus and attention 
while moving from obstacle to obstacle.  Basic agility 
skills will be introduced using different obstacles such as 
the table, ladder, wobble board, speed bumps, tunnels, 
channel weaves and A-Frame.

Level 1B - Flatwork 
Flatwork agility focuses on building a relationship 
between dog and handler as well as focus and attention 
while moving from obstacle to obstacle.  Basic handling 
skills will be introduced including working on the right 
and left side using different obstacles such as the 
tunnel, table, speed bumps, jump stanchions, and 
cones.

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Pre-Performance Agility Classes
 
The core agility progression, Level 1 through Pre-Novice, 
is the primary sequence of classes which provide agility 
instruction to dogs as they learn agility skills.  Auxiliary 
class prerequisites are based on core agility classes.  
Students progress through the classes at their own pace 
based on instructor recommendation.  Most teams 
repeat each level 2 or more times as their skill level 
improves. 
 
Level 2 – Contacts and Weaves 
Must have successfully passed Level 1A & 1B with 
instructor permission. 
Contacts and Weaves continues to emphasize attention, 
focus, and building a relationship between the dog and 
handler.  Twelve weave poles are introduced, and 
contacts will gradually be raised to their full height.
